Doorbell for Extended Care and Gym Activities

The locking mechanism was recently changed 
on the outer door used to go from the playground to the 
Extended Care and Gym areas. This door now cannot 
be left unlocked. In addition to it being locked during 
the school day, parents can now expect it to be locked 
during the after school hours as well. In order to gain 
access to the Extended Care and after school sports in 

the gym, a doorbell has been installed on the glass of 
the left side door that will ring in these two areas. 
During the Extended Care session, one of the staff will 
open the door for parents who are picking up their 
children. If any sports teams are practicing at late hours, 
please be aware that visitors who are ringing the 
doorbell will need to be let in by a coach or other team 
representative. I feel that this is an improvement to our 
overall school safety plan of maintaining locked doors 
to all areas of the school plant.
