
Damage to the Church Hall Stage
Last Wednesday afternoon, Fr. Greene’s plant 

managers Ray and Maurice, discovered a water leak in 
one of the closets on the Large Hall stage. There was 
major water damage incurred and large sections of the 
flooring are being dried out, repaired and/or replaced by 
an independent crew. During this reconstruction effort, 
the entire stage complex and the area near the women’s 
restroom has become an unsafe area for children.

Therefore, Fr. Greene has declared that both 
stages are off limits until further notice. 

To accommodate this situation, action was taken 
to move two of our upcoming events:

1. The Kindergarten Potluck originally 
scheduled for Thursday, Oct. 18th will 
occur as scheduled, but will be held in the 
Extended Care Area of the school.

2. Pizza/Bingo Night originally scheduled for 
Friday, Oct. 19th has been postponed. The 
new date has not yet been determined.
Many of the floorboards are being replaced, 

hence there are gaping holes in the stage floor. Fr. 
Greene is adamant that no one use either stage during 
this period. Hopefully the stage complex will be 
operational by Halloween, but it is not yet known how 
long the job will take to complete. I thank all in the 
larger community for your understanding in this matter.
