Extended Care Drop In Procedures

Students are welcome to join our Extended Care 
on a drop in basis, either to join in on a specific activity 
for that date or for needed supervision after school. For 
those families requesting drop in, please make sure that 
a written and signed note is given to the school office on 
the morning of the date that service is requested. The 
note should indicate whom will be joining Extended 
Care and for how long (pre made forms are available in 
the school office). Payment for drop in service is made 
at the time of check in, otherwise a $2.00 service charge 
will be added. We do not have partial hour rates. The 
drop in fees for Extended Care are as follows:

• $7.00 for the 1st hour
• $5.00 for the 2nd hour
• $4.00 for every hour after the 2nd hour.
