I would like to report the results of our efforts to
provide information regarding optional academic
tutoring for St. Monica School students. My thanks to
Mrs. Aguirre for her preliminary work on this project.

A. We offer two different “in-house” tutoring
and study hall opportunities, both of which are freely
open to the students of St. Monica School.

1. Mr. Mullen and Ms. Brown manage our Peer
Tutoring Program, in which older students volunteer to
help younger ones on Monday and Thursday
afternoons from 3:00 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. Our 8th grade
students earn service hours by offering one on one
tutoring to a student signed up in the lower grades.
Students must sign up with a moderator to participate.

2. Our teachers of the 5th through 8th grades
take turns hosting a four day a week after school study
hall hour from 3:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. This activity is for
Sth through 8th graders and is available on Mondays,
Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Fridays. The aim of the study

hall 1s for students to learn how to effectively use their

time for homework completion and to build self study

skills.
