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Last week and this week, we have been
conducting a mid-year review of our school’s
earthquake and emergency procedures for the students.
At both Morning Assemblies and within the classrooms,
the guidelines of how to behave and conduct oneself in
the event of an emergency are being discussed. I ask
that families also join us in promoting the following
safety procedures for all of our students:

1. Duck, Cover, and Hold is the first response in
the event of an earthquake.

2. Listening for the “All Clear” signal from an
adult in charge to gather for evacuation.

3. Knowing the primary, secondary, and 3rd choice
evacuation routes from the building.

4. Assembling in class groups, followed by last
name letter groups in the lower yard.
