
Making Plans for Next Year
Dear Parents of St. Monica School, 

Enclosed in todayÕs envelope are a number of 
fliers that I would like to bring to your attention. As 
promised, the Tuition Schedule and an invitation to 
formally re-regisiter for the 2008 - 2009 school year are 
enclosed along with a letter of explanation for the 
increases. The tuition increase is set for 4% to cover the 
corresponding 4% salary increase for teachers that has 
been mandated by the Archdiocese. I want to reiterate 
the message of stated on the letter - Fr. Greene and I 
wish that no family choose to leave St. Monica School 
for financial reasons. Also announced today are forms 
to apply for St. Monica Parish Tuition Assistance.

The other new item on the ÒTuition, Fees, and 
Parent ObligationÓ flier that I would like to bring to 
your attention is that the requirement for Parent Service 
Hours will be increasing next year from 20 hours per 
year to 25 hours per year. This choice was made in 
consultation with the Parent Club Fundraising 
Committee, the Parent Club Officer & Chairpersons 
Group, the School Advisory Board, and Fr. Greene. It 
has become apparent that more help is needed to 
support the growing infrastructure of activities that are 
promoted throughout the year, especially for those 
banner events dedicated to fundraising. Since all of the 
service and fundraising efforts created throughout the 
year directly benefit all of our students, it seems fair that 
we put out the call for more help needed to all families.

Foremost, I want to thank all of the Parent 
Community for doing a very nice job in supporting 
events and fulfilling required hours throughout the 
school year. What we are able to achieve as a 
community is working very well. However, I want to 
particularly thank those parents who voluntarily serve 
the school for many more hours than required. It is 
your love and care for the students and special activities 
that make St. Monica School such a special community!
