Members may then choose go through 
election again to serve one more consecutive three-year 
term. The Board is governed by its own statutes and has 
its own officer group of President, Vice-President, and 
Secretary. The main function of the advisory Board is to 
promote the overall welfare of the school. The content 
of the meetings is the following:

Offer advice for long-range strategic planning
