I am announcing a playground change for the 

hour of play between 3:00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m. for the 
students of Extended Care. Beginning this week, the 
Extended Care will use the upper yard as their home 
play area after school. Not only is the upper yard a 
more secure environment and closer to the school 
building, it is also a better shelter from car traffic. In 
order to accommodate the Extended Care play area, no 
parents or visitors are allowed to drive into the upper 
yard before 4:00 p.m. Cones will be placed at the 
overpass between the Rectory and the Church to 
indicate a Òno traffic zoneÓ between 3:00 p.m. and 4:00 
p.m. in the upper yard.  At 4:00 p.m., when the 
Extended Care staff and students go inside, parents may 
park in the upper yard if they are attending a sports 
practice in the gym. I ask all parents and members of 
our community to immediately follow these guidelines.
